
RI Medicaid Program: Medicaid is a
program that offers free or low-cost health
coverage for people with limited income
and resources. 

Extra Help Program: The Social Security
Extra Help Program (also known as the Low-
Income Subsidy Program or “LIS”) helps
with Part D prescription drug costs such as:
Premiums, Deductibles, and some Co-pay
Costs. 

The Medicare Premium Payment Program
(MPP): You can get help from your state
paying your Medicare premiums. In some
cases, Medicare Savings Programs may also
pay Medicare Part A (Hospital Insurance)
and Medicare Part B (Medical Insurance)
deductibles, coinsurance, and copayments
if you meet certain conditions. 
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If you have Medicare Part B, take advantage of some of the
preventative services without paying any out-of-pocket costs!
Check with your doctor to see what services you need. Some of the
benefits that are offered: Annual Wellness Visit, Mammograms,
Cancer Screenings, and Diabetes Screening.
